Jewish literature says that when the Messiah arrives, he will 
enter Jerusalem through the Eastern Gate.  Christianity 
says that Jesus passed through this same gate on Palm 
Sunday, giving the gate messianic importance.  The 
Eastern gate gave the most direct access to the Jewish 
temple. 

Due to removal of asbestos in our normal entry way, 
the only access to OUR temple (the Sanctuary) will be 
through our East door. 

Our Pacific Hills address is based on our East door.  Most 
people never use that door, but since August 2, we have 
been using that door to get to the sanctuary for worship 
services.
